Seven USGS scientists promoted to Senior Scientist (ST)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Every two years, USGS reviews scientists for promotions to Senior Scientist (ST), the highest level that a federal research scientist can achieve. USGS recommendations for promotion to ST are subject to availability of ST slots and Department of the Interior approval. The process is very rigorous and the USGS currently has only 47 ST scientists. The 2012 review for ST candidates resulted in the addition of the following seven STs:
Brian Atwater – recognized for his ability to evaluate the geologic record through careful observations that have brought to the forefront the earthquake and tsunami hazards in Cascadia and opened up new fields of inquiry.
Tim Collett – recognized for his leadership in the field work, the science, and in building partnerships to further the understanding of gas hydrate deposits beneath the continental margins.
Richard Goldfarb – recognized for becoming the world’s authority on geologic processes that produce gold deposits and for his outstanding knowledge of mineral systems.
Steve Ingebritsen (https://profile.usgs.gov/seingebr) – recognized for his fundamental research on mass and heat flow in hydrothermal volcanic systems that also has immediate practical applications.
Daniel Muhs (https://profile.usgs.gov/dmuhs) – recognized for cutting-edge contributions to understanding eolian processes, dune reactivation, sea level change, and other issues at the forefront of climate change research.
Richard Reynolds (https://profile.usgs.gov/rreynolds) – recognized for his broad, imaginative, and expansive use of paleomagnetism to solve problems across the entire range of USGS mission areas from climate change to human health.
David Wald (https://profile.usgs.gov/wald) – recognized for his visionary work creating end-to-end systems with global reach that transform USGS hazards science into tools that benefit decision makers, managers, and the public at large.
